An old missionary that I knew many years ago in China told me that his 
modus operandi and marching orders was this quote.  
“Christ’s method alone will give true success in reaching the people. The 
Saviour mingled with men as one who desired their good. He showed His 
sympathy for them, ministered to their needs, and won their confidence. 
Then He bade them, "Follow Me."  {MH 143.3}  
5 steps to true success in reaching the people. I mentioned about crosswalk 
preaching while people were waiting at the red light for it to turn green. 
Did it again and decided to add one more element to the stratagem. Notice 
in the picture that there are trees at the 4 crosswalks and a round bench to 
sit on around each tree. 
The two greatest sermons that Jesus ever preached are likely the Sermon 
on the Mount in Matt 5-7 and the sermon in Matt 24 and 25 in both of  
these Jesus sat down and taught the people.
